Location: Olympic Training Center Velodrome, Memorial Park, Colorado Springs, Colorado, USA
Dates:  Saturday June 12, Saturday June 26, and Saturday July 10, 2010.  Racing begins at 9:30 am.

Registration: Pre-Registration is for the entire three-day series.  If we have slots left for single-race entries, we will take those, day-of-race starting on June 12.  All racers MUST have a current, 2010 USAC racing license.  Due to time constraints and to facilitate more racing, a maximum of 20 male riders and 10 female riders will be registered for the entire series.  Pre-registration is highly encouraged – and as capacity registration is anticipated, so get your slot early.  E-mail Steven Truesdale for more information at Steven.truesdale@ymail.com.   Pre-registered racers must show up at the track early, preferably starting at 8:00 AM to sign the liability release and warm up, or show proof of a season pass/CVA membership, and show proof of a valid racing license.  
Rain Policy: Due to limited track use availability, we have no rain dates for any of the three days. In the event of rain on any one day, the Chief Referee may enact a waiting period or cancel that days’ race.     

Entry Fees: $75 for the series (pre-registration).  Entry fee includes a $3 per day USAC surcharge.  Each racer must pay an additional $10 per day OTC facility use fee unless he or she holds a 2010 OTC Season pass/CVA Membership. Race entry fee does NOT include the mandatory $10 per day OTC Facility use fee. So you should just buy a CVA season membership which includes the OTC track use pass.  CVA Membership/OTC Season Pass is available for $200 at the track.  Day-of-race entries, if slots are available are $30 per day.  
Race Format:  This is a 2-up, single-elimination, tournament style match sprint competition. Final round will be best 2 out of 3.  The competition each day will begin with a Flying 200m TT to determine qualifying times. Every registered racer must race a 200 for bracket eligibility.  Only the fastest 16 racers will qualify for the A and B brackets.  The fastest 8 women will qualify for the womens bracket.  Women may choose to race their 200 for eligibility into the A or B brackets should they desire a higher level of competition, and/or a potential for higher cash payout. Women that choose to race in the A and B bracket pool, should declare their intentions upon registration for the series.  Racers will be seeded into each bracket via their 200 times.  Each race will be a 2-up, two lap, match sprint, with the exception of the final round, which will be best 2 out of 3. 

Each competitor that qualifies for a bracket will be guaranteed at least 2 match sprints in addition to their 200m TT.  Each non-qualifying racer (9th and 10th fastest women, and 17th through 20th fastest men) will race one 4-up (2-up for women) sprint to determine placings.  If time allows, the non-qualifying racers can do a second sprint.
Cash Payout: The series will pay $125 daily cash as follows:
Mens A Bracket:  1st Place – $25.  2nd Place – $20.  3rd Place - $15.  4th Place - $10.  5th Place - $5.
Womens bracket:  1st Place - $25.  2nd Place - $15.  3rd Place - $ 10.

2010 Sprint Series Champion primes have been donated from our sponsors, and will also be given on a points-accumulated basis.  Points will be awarded for the first 5 places at each daily racer as follows, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1 for first through 5th place in Mens A and Womens brackets. Series points will accumulate for eligibility for Series Champion cash primes.  In the event of a point total tie, points for the third race will determine the tie breaker.
